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Loading Instructions:

Starting Up:

1. Make sure the power swilch is OFF.

2. Insert the game cartridge in the
Power Base as described in your
SEGA SYSTEM manual.

3. Turn the power switch ON. If
nothing appears on the screen, turn
the power swilch OFF, remove the
cartridge, and try again.

4. At the title screen, to start the game,

press Button 1 or Button 2.

Shifting up means shifting
from a lower gear to a higher one.
Shifting down takes you from a higher
1o a lower gear.

NOTE:

Watch your speedometer. In Low gear,
wail until you're moving at 85—100
Kph (Kilometers per hour) before
shifting into medium. To shift into Top
gear, you should be traveling at
190—200 Kph.
