I like history and as a tormer historv
teacher , [ have a special affinmity 1n encouraging this 1nterest
in others. The USAdventure offers all the right i1nformation but
offers 1t 1n such a scattered manner that 1t fails to communicate.
This historical travel adventure fails to provide anv "hook" to
retain the player 's i1nterest. As the game progresses you are given
a series ot menus to make vour choilces from. As you progress
through these menus you are expected to select the chronological
order 1n which each state was admitted to the Union, collect all
the historically accurate events which happened in these states,
and pinpoint the dates 1n which the above mentioned events took
place. Although these are certainly valid educational goals, it 1s
not realistic to expect that any schoolage player will derive
long—-term benefits from this program. History 1sn 't just names and
dates....motivating torces and conseguences are needed to make any
historical event come alive. For example, why was Rhode Island the
last ot the original 13 states to ratify the Constitution and what
were the consequences? The program requires you to spend most of
your time looking at menus which make 1t difficult to look at a
series of events 1n any but the most abstract manner. This makes
1t quite difficult to see any continunity tao these events. The
program does offer wvery 1mpressive graphics and good sound but
untortunately vou will retain very little from using 1t

The new light
pen 1s by far one of the most

well integrated graphics tool
for the Atari to date. 1 feel
that most users will probably

ask why I downplay the quality
of the product atter they use

it. Like most of the new
generation of software coming
to market with the popular

computers, the light pen uses
windows for menu selection and
does so gquite well. You select
each menu by lightly pressing
the tip of the light pen to
the screen of the CRT and the
menu pops  up. When you are
finished with the menu all you
do is press the tip to the tab
of the menu that you pulled up
and 1t goes back 1nto place
and you continue drawing.
